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RESOURCE PROBLEM:

PROJECT FEATURE: 

· Construct an emergent dike from the Missouri shore near river mile 249.5 that will extend south and wrap around the head end of Stag Island.

Sedimentation has eliminated or significantly degraded productive off-channel backwater habitat throughout   Pool 25.  Backwater habitat is needed to protect and reestablish native species of fish within Pool 25.  This project will protect backwater areas from sedimentation in the Stag and Keeton Islands complex.

PROJECT OUTPUTS:

The emergent dike will reduce future sedimentation in this valuable backwater complex and extend the area’s useful life for fish and migratory birds.

FINANCIAL DATA: 

General design costs are estimated at $180,000, and construction costs are estimated at $550,000.  Annual costs for operation, maintenance, and repair would be the responsibility of the non-Federal sponsor, the Missouri Department of Conservation. 
STATUS:
