LOCATION:  Big Creek Lake is a sub-impoundment to the Saylorville Lake Flood Control reservoir in Polk County, Iowa.  The spillway is in the eastern side of the lake approximately 2 miles north of the Mile Long Bridge.  Polk City, Iowa is located 2 miles southeast of the spillway.

BACKGROUND: Gizzard shad is an undesirable fish species according to the Iowa Department of Natural Resources personnel.  This fish species lives in the Des Moines River, moves through Saylorville Lake, and up the spillway into Big Creek Lake.  Big Creek Lake formerly was a popular shore-fishing lake.  Since the introduction of gizzard shad, the sport fishery has declined.  Quality shore fishing experiences have decreased and fewer anglers are coming to Big Creek.  The State DNR hopes to curtail the movement of gizzard shad from Saylorville Lake to Big Creek Lake through an electronic barrier, structural deterrent, of any other feasible means.
