STATEMENT OF ISSUE: None

LOCATION:  Milan Bottoms is located adjacent to the Mississippi River between Milan and Andalusia, Rock Island County, Illinois. The Milan Bottoms area is approximately 3500 acres (1417 ha) of Mississippi River floodplain between Upper Mississippi River Miles 478-476.  Interstate 280, Highway 199 and Highway 92 border the Milan Bottoms area.

BACKGROUND: Milan Bottoms is composed of a diverse floodplain community including open water wetlands, sloughs, and bottomland forest.   The project area includes the most extensive stand of hard mast and soft hardwoods in Pool 16.  Various projects, development, and increased beaver populations over the past 100 years have altered the hydrology of the site.   Increased water levels are stressing the hard mast component of the forest and killing soft hardwoods.  The forest in this area is important for red-shoulder hawks, bald eagles, and several heron species listed as endangered in the State of Illinois.  It also contains a diversity of wetland types important for migratory waterfowl and other wildlife species, which will also benefit from maintaining the forest community.  Opportunities existed to restore the natural hydrology and regenerate the forest component in the area.  Restoration of natural drainage will reduce the effects of water levels on hardwood trees and planting of additional trees will maintain that component of the forest into the future.  Several objectives and measures were considered during the planning phase of the project.  The recommended plan consisted of four components: 

· Creek Restoration:  Restore a section of Turkey Hollow Creek by routing the creek to flow downstream of the powerline road into a slough (creek channel), which was historically in this location but has partially filled in.

· Road Modifications:  Modify the powerline road by lowering a section to an elevation of 551 feet MSL for a distance encompassing two sloughs (350 feet).

· Forest Enhancement:  Plant the following tree species on selected natural ridges above 551 MSL and the berm adjacent to mill creek: pecan, pin oak, sycamore, burr oak, swamp white oak, and shellbark hickory.

· Clemson Levelers:  Install Clemson Levelers in the beaver dams present in the ditch immediately upstream of the powerline road.  Clemson Levelers are low-cost devices that allow water to pass through a beaver dam at a selected elevation without being detected by beavers.

RiverAction originally proposed the project but was unable to qualify as a project sponsor for a project requiring operation and maintenance.  The Illinois Department of Natural Resources eventually became the primary project sponsor although RiverAction contributed $55,000 in the form of a McKnight Foundation grant and is considered a co-sponsor.  Several groups including U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, Quad City Conservation Alliance, Quad City Audubon, Midwest Raptor Research Fund and Mid-American Energy Company were involved in the planning process as well.  Construction began in Fall of 2001 and ended in the Fall of 2002.
