BACKGROUND:  The City of Rock Island Parks and Recreation Department has identified an area on the landward side of the levee that could be rehabilitated for wildlife habitat near the Rock Island Illinois Botanical Center.  Wildlife habitat can be enhanced and partially restored by providing connectivity between Sylvan Slough and adjacent floodplain.  This modification will provide opportunity for wildlife to enter areas that are currently not contiguous to existing natural resources.  Wildlife viewing and natural history education opportunities abound in concept with this modification implemented.   Alternatives considered at this time are limited to terrestrial revegetation with no rehabilitation or modification. The City of Rock Island will serve as the sponsor for this project and are motivated about potential environmental restoration efforts and connectivity potential.  They have expressed a willingness to assume 25 percent of the project costs and would be responsible for operation and maintenance of the project.
