PROJECT: Ackerman Creek, Morton, IL

CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT:  IL-18

AUTHORITY:  Section 14 of the 1946 Flood Control Act (Public Law 79-526), as amended.

LOCATION:  Ackerman Creek in the Village of Morton, Tazewell County, Illinois.

PROBLEMS AND OPPORTUNITIES:  The Village of Morton contacted the Corps to investigate a sanitary sewer, trunk line thought to be threatened by a head cut on Ackerman Creek.  However, further onsite investigation determined the site has been protected and that there is not an erosion problem that would constitute the need for Federal involvement.

ALTERNATIVE PLANS CONSIDERED:  A July 2001 site visit by District staff found that the area is stable and does not appear to have erosion justifying Federal involvement in the project.  Existing onsite protection includes concrete placed over the sewer line and broken concrete extending approximately 100 feet downstream.  Both up and downstream of the sewer line the streambed appears stable as do both banks.  Minor scour onsite could easily be repaired by relocation of onsite protection.    

VIEWS OF THE SPONSOR:  The Village of Morton requested Corps assistance in seeking a solution.  

VIEWS OF FEDERAL, STATE, AND REGIONAL AGENCIES: None.

IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE:  A termination report has been completed and no further work is anticipated.
