PROJECT: Kishwaukee River, Cherry Valley, IL

CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT:  IL-16

AUTHORITY:  Section 14 of the 1946 Flood Control Act (Public Law 79-526), as amended.

LOCATION:  Kishwaukee River within the City of Cherry Valley, Winnebago County, Illinois.

PROBLEMS AND OPPORTUNITIES:  The Kishwaukee River is eroding the left descending bank threatening the Baumann Park Pedestrian/Bike Path.  

ALTERNATIVE PLANS CONSIDERED:  Several plans will likely be considered during the plan formulation process.

VIEWS OF THE SPONSOR:  The City of Cherry Valley has requested Corps assistance in seeking a solution.  

VIEWS OF FEDERAL, STATE, AND REGIONAL AGENCIES: When final plans for the project are available, views of Federal, State, and Regional agencies will be requested.

IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE:  Funding for the Planning and Design Analysis (PDA) phase has been denied.  Denial was based on recreational usage, which is not on the priority list for Section 14 Continuing Authority Program.  The city has been notified that Corps assistance is not available.
