FACT SHEET

PROJECT: Highway 64, Rock River, Rock Island County, Illinois

CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT:  IL-17

AUTHORITY:  Section 14 of the 1946 Flood Control Act (Public Law 79-526), as amended.

LOCATION:  The project is located along Rock Island County Highway 64, (320th Street North) located along the Rock River south of Hillsdale, Illinois.

PROBLEMS AND OPPORTUNITIES:  County Highway 64 is being threatened by erosion during high-flow periods.  The stability of the highway increases the need for emergency-streambank protection at this location.  The opportunity exists to stabilize the bank line and to protect the highway from further erosion.  

ALTERNATIVE PLANS CONSIDERED:  Several plans will likely be considered during the plan formulation process.

VIEWS OF THE SPONSOR:  Rock Island County is the non-Federal sponsor for the project.  A letter requesting Corps of Engineers assistance was provided in September 1999.  Coordination with Rock Island County will continue throughout the project period.

VIEWS OF FEDERAL, STATE, AND REGIONAL AGENCIES:  When final plans for the project are available, views of Federal, State, and Regional agencies will be requested.

IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE:  Funding was received in February 2001 to begin the planning and design analysis phase of the project.  It is anticipated that the PDA phase will be completed in November 2002.
