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FACT SHEET

PROJECT:  North Fork Maquoketa River, Cascade, Iowa, Flood Damage Reduction

CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT:  IA-02

AUTHORITY:  Section 205 of the 1948 Flood Control Act, as amended.

LOCATION:  North Fork of the Maquoketa River in the community of Cascade, Iowa

PROBLEMS AND OPPORTUNITIES:  The City of Cascade, Iowa (pop. 1,800) is located on the North Fork of the Maquoketa River.  In 1993, 1999, and 2002 a significant area in the south portion of the community was flooded by the North Fork of the Maquoketa River.  These flooding occurrences have resulted in repeated damage to approximately 30 residential and commercial properties.

ALTERNATIVE PLANS CONSIDERED:  Several plans would be considered during the plan formulation process, including levees and a ponding area for interior drainage.

VIEWS OF THE SPONSOR:  The City of Cascade requested Corps assistance by letter dated August 8, 2002.  The city understands the requirements of participation in a project.

VIEWS OF FEDERAL, STATE AND REGIONAL AGENCIES:  Coordination with appropriate local, state and federal agencies will be initiated as necessary.

IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE:  Pending available funding, an initial assessment would be completed in 2003. If further study is recommended, a scope of work would be developed in coordination with the sponsor for a detailed feasibility study.
