Project:  East Peoria, Illinois, Section 205

Congressional District:  IL-18

Authority:  Section 205 of the 1948 Flood Control Act, as amended.

CURRENT sTATUS:  Real estate acquisition activities by the local sponsor are underway following a brief delay due to sponsor concerns about the appropriate real estate appraisal values for crediting purposes.  No right-of-entry for construction will be provided until real estate crediting values are determined.  Based on completing real estate acquisition in April 2003, construction is scheduled to begin in July 2003 and be completed in October 2005.

Background:  The East Peoria Drainage and Levee District is located along the Illinois River in the city of East Peoria, Illinois (Tazewell County).  Major flooding on the Illinois River at East Peoria occurred in 1943, 1970, 1979, 1982, 1983, 1985, 1993, and 1995.  The level of protection for the existing levee is approximately 130-year, plus three feet of freeboard.  Raising the existing levee system would provide a higher level of protection to the East Peoria Drainage and Levee District, a 1,000-acre area, of which 600 acres are for industrial use and 400 acres for residential use.  The recommended plan includes raising the existing levee, constructing a new pump station, providing positive closure structures, and adding ponding areas during high water events.  The BCR is 4:1.

The East Peoria Drainage and Levee District (EPDLD), Illinois, acting as the lead non-Federal sponsor for the East Peoria Sanitary District (EPSD) and in their own interest, provided a Letter of Intent to cost share on May 15, 1995, and a letter of financial capability on December 17, 1997.  The Project Cooperation Agreement was signed October 30, 2000.  The State of Illinois has budgeted $2,000,000 to assist the local sponsors in financing their share of the costs for the urban flood control project.
