CONTINUING AUTHORITIES PROGRAM STUDY 

PROJECT:  Mad Creek, City of Muscatine, Iowa

CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT:  IA-01

AUTHORITY:  Section 205 of the 1948 Flood Control Act, as amended.

CURRENT STATUS:  The draft feasibility study is completed and is undergoing public review.  The final report is scheduled for release in November 2002.  The draft report recommends raising the existing levees and floodwalls along Mad Creek and the Mississippi River just downstream of Mad Creek about two feet and improving the channel of Mad Creek just upstream of 2nd Street.  The selected plan also includes installation of an enhanced flood-warning system.  The project cost estimate is $3.45 million and the estimated benefit-cost ratio is 3.4 to 1.

BACKGROUND:  The existing flood-protection system may not be adequate to protect the citizens and property of Muscatine, Iowa.  The project area from Geneva Creek to the confluence of Mad Creek with the Mississippi River is composed of mixed commercial, industrial and residential areas.  Low-lying areas are subject to flash flooding.  In addition, increased commercial and industrial development in downtown Muscatine has increased the potential for flood damages.    

VIEWS OF FEDERAL, STATE AND REGIONAL AGENCIES:  Muscatine city and county officials have expressed support for the study.  Coordination with the public and appropriate agencies will continue as the study proceeds.
