BACKGROUND:  The City of Brodhead, Wisconsin requested assistance in providing fish passage at Brodhead Dam.  The principal goal is to modify the Dam to allow upstream and downstream fish passage thereby linking two relatively isolated populations and increasing genetic diversity, increasing food sources and allowing access to habitat and spawning grounds.  The project sponsor, the City of Brodhead, has indicated they may no longer be interested in the project.
