CURRENT STATUS: The Rock Island District’s FloodPlain Management Services (FPMS) program has been very successful in assisting other agencies (Federal and State), counties, local communities and individuals with various aspects of flood plain management.  A growing demand for the District’s flood plain management services and technical assistance capabilities exists for multiple reasons, including:  Land use/land cover changes; floodplain development pressure; enhanced public interest in floodplain functions and management alternatives; and an expanding commitment to reduce flood damages through better floodplain management.

Note:  The FPMS program funds are provided through four separate accounts: Management Services Unit; Technical Services, General; Quick Responses; and Special Studies.

BACKGROUND:  The FloodPlain Management Services (FPMS) Program provides the full range of technical services and planning guidance that is needed to support effective flood plain management.  The program develops or interprets site-specific data on obstructions to flood flows; flood formation and timing; flood depths or stages; floodwater velocities; and the extent, duration, and frequency of flooding.  For more complex flood plain issues, the program provides assistance in the form of Special Studies for all aspects of flood plain management planning.  Some of the most common types of Special Studies include Floodplain Delineation/Flood Hazard Evaluation Studies, Dam Break Analysis Studies, Flood Warning/Preparedness Studies, Regulatory Floodway Studies, Comprehensive Floodplain Management Studies, Urbanization Impact Studies, and Stormwater Management Studies.

Program services are provided to State, regional, and local governments, Indian Tribes, and other non-Federal public agencies without charge, based on available funding.  Program services are offered to Federal agencies and to the private sector on a 100-percent cost recovery basis.  
MAJOR WORK ITEM (CURRENT FY): Miscellaneous technical assistance and support.  $40,000 in special studies were allocated in FY 2002 for continuing work on the Hannibal, MO, floodplain mapping project.

MAJOR WORK ITEM (NEXT FY):  Miscellaneous technical assistance and support.  Several special studies should funds be made available.
