BACKGROUND: The Jefferson Dam, a lowhead dam in the City of Jefferson, is an impediment to upstream passage of fish. By modifying the dam, there is an opportunity to restore upstream passage for target species.  Target species for fish passage include walleye, sauger, channel catfish, Northern pike, largemouth bass, and smallmouth bass.  The project sponsor, the City of Jefferson, has indicated they are no longer interested in the project.
