BACKGROUND: Sedimentation has lead to a degraded environment for fish and wildlife on the Kankakee River.  This degradation is negatively affecting native fish and mussel habitat.  Plans to be considered include: removing sediment composed mostly of sand, potential creation of sediment trap, managed marsh for wildlife or fish, and improve aquatic conditions for native fish and mussel species.  

Preliminary investigations indicate that necessary habitat benefits for the proposed sediment removal at the Stateline are not present.  In March 2002, project sponsor (IL DNR)and the USACE team will make a decision on habitat benefit levels.  If no benefits are found the wetland fisheries portion of the project will go forward and sediment removal will be addressed downstream under the Illinois Ecosystem Restoration Feasibiliy Study’s site specific project.
