BACKGROUND: The Sugar River watershed is highly agricultural and experiencing rapid urban growth. The river and lake have been effected by nutrient load and erosion caused by both agriculture and development.  Lake Belle View has the typical problems associated with aging artificial impoundments including sedimentation, turbidity, nutrient load and lack of diversity.  The Sugar River supports both warm and cold-water fisheries, with several miles of cold water fisheries upstream from the lake.  Opportunities for restoration exist in the dredging of sediment from the lake, separating the lake and river channel and enhancing wetlands adjacent to the lake and Sugar River.  The proposed project would restore over 40 acres of warm water fishery within the lake, enhance existing wetlands and create approximately 15 acres of wetlands.  Through separation of the lake and river channel, fish passage would be unimpeded in this section of the Sugar River.  Modifications would also improve the water quality and habitat on at least 10 miles of the river.  The proposed project modifications include the following features: dredging sediment from the lake, separating the lake and river channel by routing the river through the existing dam or mill race, and enhancing wetlands adjacent to the lake.
