LOCATION: Buffalo, Iowa

BACKGROUND: The Project is located within the City limits of the City of Buffalo, Iowa.  Project will consist of an Efficiency Study for the storm collection system and analysis of Cedar Creek Drainage.  During flood events river water gets into sewage system and storm drains back up.  The City has received a letter for the Iowa DNR requesting the development of a plan of action to remedy the situation.  It assumed that another source of excess water that enters the sewage system is due to sump pumps that are illegally connected to the system.  

MAJOR WORK ITEM (CURRENT FY):

To collect data to be used in the efficiency study and to install storm and sanitary flow meters at six key advantage points through out the storm and sanitary networks (three in each network).  Analysis of the flow meter data will be conducted after 3 months of data collection.  Recommendations shall be given and included in the report.

VIEWS OF THE SPONSORS: The City of Buffalo has provided its required 50% cash contribution.

VIEWS OF FEDERAL, STATE, AND REGIONAL AGENCIES: The Section 22 program effectively allows non-Federal interests to leverage their resources and efficiently engage Corps expertise in meeting their water resources planning needs.
