LOCATION: Des Moines, Iowa

BACKGROUND: The Des Moines Water Works is developing plans for a new low head dam located on the Raccoon River near the new Water Treatment Plant at Maffitt Reservoir.  The purpose of the low-head dam would be to increase the river level during periods of low flow, thereby raising the water table and improving the yield of the raw water well system serving the new treatment plant.  The Des Moines Water Works’ plan to build a low head dam will require analysis of the effects of the project on floodplain management issues.

MAJOR WORK ITEM (CURRENT FY):

To conduct a hydrology and hydraulic analysis to determine the hydraulic effects of building a new low-head dam on the Raccoon River.  A written report describing methodology, findings, and profiles/elevations for the 500-year, 100-year, 50-year, and 7-day 10-year low flow will be provided to the sponsor.  
VIEWS OF THE SPONSORS: The Des Moines Water Works has provided its required 50% cash contribution.

VIEWS OF FEDERAL, STATE, AND REGIONAL AGENCIES: The Section 22 program effectively allows non-Federal interests to leverage their resources and efficiently engage Corps expertise in meeting their water resources planning needs.  

IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE:  Study is scheduled for completion in September 2002.
