LOCATION: Waterloo, Iowa

BACKGROUND: The City would like to examine how, during times of low flow, it could maintain a steadier pool through the Cedar River Corridor to allow community access. Additionally, with this comes the need to examine the structural integrity of the existing dam and a possible location of a new dam.

The City would also like to determine how the Rath Neighborhood Area could be incorporated in the Riverwalk area.  The Rath Neighborhood Area is a designated Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Brownfields Demonstration Pilot.  A Brownfields, as defined by the EPA, is a site, or portion thereof, that has actual or perceived contamination and an active potential for redevelopment or reuse.  The City is requesting the Corp’s assistance in identifying potential land uses once it has completed site assessment and remediation.

MAJOR WORK ITEM (CURRENT FY):

To complete this study three defined subjects will be focused on: a hydraulic/hydrology analysis, a structural analysis, and a land use plan based on the analysis portions of the study. These three defined study areas will incorporate engineering feasibility analysis for greenways and trails throughout the Riverwalk Area, (potentially including a new dam and trail bridges over the Cedar River), stormwater analysis, and floodplain analysis. 

VIEWS OF THE SPONSORS: The City has provided its required 50% cash contribution.

VIEWS OF FEDERAL, STATE, AND REGIONAL AGENCIES: The Section 22 program effectively allows non-Federal interests to leverage their resources and efficiently engage Corps expertise in meeting their water resources planning needs.   

IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE:  Study is scheduled for completion in September 2002.
