MAJOR MAINTENANCE & MAJOR REHABILITATION

OF LOCKS & DAMS (OVERVIEW)

PURPOSE:  To provide information on the Major Rehabilitation/Major Maintenance of Locks and Dams Program, Upper Mississippi River and Illinois Waterway.

FACTS:   The Rock Island District has the responsibility for 587 miles of navigable waterway on the Mississippi River System.  There are 12 lock and dam sites on the Mississippi River extending from Guttenberg, Iowa, to Saverton, Missouri.  The Illinois Waterway has 8 lock and dam sites and extends from Chicago, Illinois, to Beardstown, Illinois. The locks and dams on both waterways were constructed mainly during the 1930s and time, weather, and increasing use have taken their toll.  The Major Rehabilitation/Major Maintenance effort is being undertaken in an effort to maintain the navigational infrastructure on the Mississippi River and Illinois Waterway within the District’s boundaries.  

a. The Rock Island District’s rehabilitation program represents approximately a $600 million program, which includes current and future projects.  Funding for the program has been 100 percent Federal prior to Fiscal Year 1993 (FY 93).  Major Rehabilitation projects initiated since FY 93 are cost shared 50/50 with the Inland Waterways Trust Fund (IWTF).

b. Since 1993 we have completed three projects cost shared with the IWTF.  They are Locks and Dam 13, 14 and 15 on the Mississippi River, and a multi-site project on the Illinois Waterway.

c. The Rock Island District currently has Major Rehabilitation projects under construction at Lock and Dam 14 and Lock and Dam 12. 

CURRENT STATUS: Due to cost-sharing with the Inland Waterway Trust Fund, the Corps of Engineers carefully scrutinizes the projects it proposes for funding.  The procedure includes submittal of a Rehabilitation Evaluation Report (RER) for the proposed project.  The report must include a very specific analysis of the components of the facility recommended for rehabilitation.  The following lists the near-term schedule for completion of RER’s, if funding is available:
