FORT DODGE, IOWA

STATEMENT OF ISSUE:  None.  Fact Sheet Only.
AUTHORIZATION:    Resolution of the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure, U.S. House of Representatives, dated 26 July 2000.

BACKGROUND:  Fort Dodge, a community of approximately 24,000, located in Webster County, is a regional hub for Central Iowa.  This study will identify and evaluate alternatives for ecosystem restoration of the Des Moines River within Fort Dodge, including evaluating options to reestablish and improve fish passage at the community’s two existing low-head dams and other related features to improve the environmental values of the river corridor.  If the two dams were modified to allow fish passage it would connect the approximately 20 miles of downstream habitat with 154 miles of upstream habitat.  This study will be closely coordinated with the City’s Riverfront Master Plan.
