BACKGROUND:  The State of Illinois, Department of Natural Resources, is the sponsor for this feasibility study initiated in Oct 99.  The principal goal is to improve depth diversity enhancing aquatic habitat in Peoria Lake with ancillary recreational benefits.  In addition, restoration options for Farm Creek were evaluated.  Alternative plans include dredging within Lower Peoria Lake to create deepwater habitats and islands as well as restoration along Farm Creek to provide wetland habitat.  Alternatives were explored to address these conditions as they relate to the Peoria Riverfront Development Project, a public and private effort to revitalize downtown.  

MAJOR WORK ITEM (FISCAL YEAR 2002)  Complete feasibility report. 

MAJOR WORK ITEM (FISCAL YEAR 2003)   Complete feasibility phase.  Initiate Pre-construction Engineering and Design (PED) moving towards completion of the first stage plans and specifications.
