CORALVILLE LAKE, IOWA

STATEMENT OF ISSUE:   Projected FY03 funding provides only enough resources to operate/perform routine maintenance at the project, and conduct a periodic inspection of the dam.  Additional FY03 funding in the amount of $664,000 could accomplish the following backlogged maintenance items:  a) painting and repairs to the service gates and emergency bulkheads; b) riprap/repair the erosion at the Tailwater East site; and c) service road repairs.

BACKGROUND:

Coralville Lake is a multiple purpose project providing primary benefits in flood control and low-flow augmentation and secondary benefits in recreation, fish and wildlife management, forest management, and water quality improvement.  The dam is located on the Iowa River just upstream of Iowa City.  The project includes 24,591 acres of fee title lands and there are 11 recreation area sites.  At conservation pool, the lake is 4,900 acres in size and the flood control pool is 24,800 acres with 475,000 acre-feet of storage.  The project was put into operation in 1958.
