STATEMENT OF THE ISSUE:  Historically flat line budgets for the Illinois Waterway Project have resulted in numerous backlogged maintenance items.  Additional FY03 funding in the amount of $2,500,000 could accomplish several of these backlogged items:  a) Lockport dam clearing & tree removal (safety); b) Lagrange and Peoria Locks’ hydraulic system repairs; c) repairs to Lockport controlling works and concrete; and d) additional planning and land acquisition for dredged material disposal sites.
