CAL-SAG CHANNEL PROJECT, TRANSFER OF LAND
STATEMENT OF ISSUE:  The Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago (MWRD) requested that the Corps transfer 29 acres of land at the Cal-Sag Channel Project to them so they can include it in a lease to the Village of Crestwood, Illinois, along with other land MWRD owns, for planned waterfront recreational green space and related municipal and commercial development.

BACKGROUND:  The United States acquired this property for the Cal-Sag Channel Project by condemnation in the 1960's.  The Rock Island District determined that the property is no longer required for the continued operation and maintenance of the project.  The Rock Island District obtained preliminary approval from HQUSACE to proceed with actions necessary to transfer title to the property to MWRD without consideration, with a requirement to complete the necessary environmental coordination and documentation, complete other actions needed to transfer title to the property, and submit a final report and deed for approval and signature by the Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Army for Installations and Housing.

Current Status:  All required actions were completed and the deed transferring title to MWRD has been signed by the Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Army for Installations and Housing.  The deed was recorded by MWRD on 7 September 2000.  The transfer to MWRD is completed.
