BACKGROUND:

The 88th Regional Support Command headquarters is located at Fort Snelling, MN.  The Deputy Chief of Staff Engineer (DCSEN) requested assistance from the Rock Island District to design and obtain construction contracts for several significant projects in FY 2002.  Engineering and Design and S&A costs for projects in Wisconsin, Illinois, Indiana, and Minnesota totaled approximately $293,000.  Construction costs to date have totaled approximately $2.0M.  Contracting and construction of these projects involved partnering with the contracting office at Fort McCoy, WI, the U.S. Treasury Department, and the Louisville District, Corps of Engineers.

The Rock Island District has completed a design for one heating, ventilation, and air conditioning project, one architectural, one drainage / paving, and two security projects at Fort Snelling, MN.  Designs have also been completed for two heating, ventilation, and air conditioning projects in Indiana and one architectural project in Illinois.  The Rock Island District is waiting for construction funding from the DCSEN for five of these completed projects.  Project Management Plans for two projects in Minnesota and five projects in Illinois are being completed.

MAJOR WORK ITEM (CURRENT FY):  Maintenance and repair projects throughout the geographic area of the 88th RSC.

MAJOR WORK ITEM (NEXT FY):  An increased volume of maintenance and repair projects.
