BUCK RUN MODIFICATION PROJECT

LEWIS COUNTY, MO

LOCATION: The Buck Run Modification Project begins at River Mile (RM) 347.0 adjacent to Pool 20 of the Mississippi River.  Buck Run flows parallel to the Lock and Dam 20 Remedial Levee and empties into the Mississippi River immediately downstream of Lock and Dam 20 at RM 343.0.  The project is located in Lewis County, Missouri.  Canton, Missouri, is located at RM 342.5.
CURRENT STATUS: Completed.
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BACKGROUND: The opportunity existed in the study area to enhance the aquatic resources by introducing flow to the slough during periods of low water quality, low flow, and inadequate depth.  This watershed was impacted by the construction of the federal levee and the 9-foot channel navigation project.  Improved water quality, flow rates, and increased depth would provide suitable habitat for fish and other aquatic organisms.  To restore flow during low flow periods, a water control structure was planned on the riverside of the levee to manage flows into the side channel for improved habitat value.  Additionally, 10 acres of mast tree planting would provide wildlife with habitat and a food source.  Mature trees would provide improved fisheries habitat by shading the stream and providing cooler temperatures.  Over time limbs and logs will add structure to the stream and provide habitat for macroinvertabrates which are a food source for various fish species. The partners signed the Project Cooperation Agreement (PCA) in August 1997.  MDOC provided their estimated cost share at that point in time.  The contract solicitation was canceled in February 1998 due to MDOC’s position on the project.  Subsequently, the PCA was amended.  MDOC completed the tree planting in Dec 1998.  Completion of the installation of fiber mats was completed in the spring of 1999. MDOC provided project cost information in May 00.  Fiscal close-out is complete.
