Authority:  Section 205 of the 1948 Flood Control Act, as Amended.

location: The East Peoria Drainage and Levee District is located along the Illinois River in the City of East Peoria, Tazewell County, Illinois.  

Problems and opportunities:  Major flooding on the Illinois River at East Peoria occurred in 1943, 1970, 1979, 1982, 1983, 1985, 1993, and 1995. Raising the existing levee system would provide a higher level of protection to the East Peoria Drainage and Levee District, a 1,000-acre area, of which 600 acres are for industrial use and 400 acres for residential use.  The recommended plan includes raising the existing levee, constructing a new pump station, providing positive closure structures, and adding ponding areas during high water events.  The BCR is 4:1.

Real estate acquisition activities by the local sponsor are continuing. Construction plans are complete and are ready for final review prior to bidding.

ALTERNATIVE PLANS CONSIDERED:  The alternatives considered during the study phase evaluated the level of protection and economic impacts of levee raises of varying heights. 

Views of the Sponsor: The East Peoria Drainage and Levee District (EPDLD), Illinois, acting as the lead non-Federal sponsor for the East Peoria Sanitary District (EPSD) and in their own interest, provided a Letter of Intent to cost share on 15 May 1995 and letter of financial capability on 17 December 1997.  The Project Cooperation Agreement was signed 30 October 2000. 

Views of federal state and regional agencies:  The State of Illinois supports this undertaking and has budgeted $2,000,000.00 to assist the local sponsors in financing their share of the costs for the flood control project. 

implementation schedule: The local sponsor’s real estate acquisition activities should be completed in the fall of 2003 and a construction contract awarded shortly thereafter. Construction of the improvements is expected to last one (1) to two (2) years.
