HANNIBAL, MO FLOODPLAIN SPECIAL STUDY

AUTHORIZATION: Corps of Engineers’ Floodplain Management Services Program (FPMS),  Section 206, 1960 Flood Control Act, P.L. 86-645, as amended.  The subject project is being accomplished under the Special Studies component of the FPMS program.

BACKGROUND:  Flood mapping for the city of Hannibal, MO dated back to the early 1980’s. Significant development since that time necessitated updating of existing flood maps.  The State of Missouri, Emergency Management Agency, requested (letter dated March 3, 1999) that a special flood hazard study be conducted under the Corp’ FPMS authority.  Initial study funds were received in FY99.  

STUDY DESCRIPTION:  Topographic surveying (cross sections), hydrologic and hydraulic modeling, and flood hazards study for Bear Creek and three of its tributaries (total length: approximately 7 miles), all of which lie within the corporate limits of the city of Hannibal, MO are to be accomplished.  Peak discharges and associated flood profiles for the 10-, 50-, 100-, and 500-year floods will be computed.  The 100-year floodway and associated inundation mapping will be developed.  All work accomplished will be in accordance with FEMA guidelines and specifications dated January 1995.

STATUS:  Funds allocated thru FY02 were used to complete topographic surveying work and initiate hydrologic and hydraulic modeling. FY03 and remaining funds to complete will be used to finish hydrologic and hydraulic modeling and develop a floodplain report, to include profiles, elevation reference marks, floodway information, and work maps.  This report will be fundamental to the community’s future land use planning and floodplain management activities for the study area.
