KANKAKEE RIVER (STATE LINE)

AQUATIC RESTORATION PROJECT

LOCATION: The Kankakee River is located East of Momence, IL along the Illinois–Indiana state line
CURRENT STATUS:  Approved and funded for Feasibility Study.
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BACKGROUND: Sedimentation has lead to a degraded environment for fish and wildlife on the Kankakee River.  This degradation is negatively affecting native fish and mussel habitat.  Plans under consideration include remove sandy sediment, build sediment trap, and create a managed marsh for wildlife or fish.  

Preliminary investigations indicate a lack of habitat benefits for the proposed sediment removal.  In March 2002, project sponsor (IL DNR)and the USACE team will decide on habitat benefit levels.  If additional benefits are not found the sediment removal will be dropped from consideration but the wetland fisheries portion of the project will go forward.

MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ‘03):  Conduct public review of the feasibility study.  Complete Feasibility Study.  
MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ‘04):   Initiate of Plans and Specifications.
