LAKE KOSHKONONG

AQUATIC ECOSYSTEM RESTORATION

LOCATION: Lake Koshkonong in Jefferson, Dane, and Rock Counties, Wisconsin, north of Janesville, Wisconsin.  

CURRENT STATUS:  Approved and funded for Feasibility Study. 
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BACKGROUND: Lake Koshkonong, a large, shallow lake in south-central Wisconsin, has lost hundreds of acres of wetlands and aquatic vegetation, mainly due to wind and wave erosion.  By building riprap bulkheads and excluding rough fish in critical areas, existing wetlands can be protected and submergent and emergent vegetation can be restored.
