LOCATION: Canton, Illinois

BACKGROUND: Canton Lake is located in Fulton County, Illinois and is part of the Illinois River Watershed.  Over the years, sediment from the surrounding areas has contributed to the decrease in depth of the Lake.  In an effort to increase the water supply capacity, the City of Canton has been working towards several objectives that would increase capacity and decrease sedimentation.  

MAJOR WORK ITEM:  The City of Canton has requested a Section 22 project to determine potential dredge material quantities and contaminates. The purpose of this effort is to help provide the city of Canton with valuable data that can be used as a basis to their overall planning efforts to better the quality and quantity of water in Canton Lake.  

VIEWS OF THE SPONSORS: The City is locating its required 50% cash contribution.
