BACKGROUND:  Lock and Dam 19 is located at river mile 364.0.0, in Keokuk, Iowa.  The structure was placed in operation in1957.  As the structures and equipment approach the end of their project lives, breakdowns and failure of mechanical and electrical equipment become more frequent and expensive, with resultant delays and loss of revenue to commercial waterway users.  The annual transportation benefits for traffic utilizing the Upper Mississippi River (above Lock 25) are approximately $500 million.  The adjacent navigation/hydro-electrical dam is privately owned by AmerenUe, a privately owned utility company.  The rehabilitation involves the navigation lock chamber and associated appurtenances.  Major work items include resurfacing the lock chamber, replacing the lock machinery, miter gates and overall site electrical systems.

PROPOSED ACTIVITIES FOR FY 2003:  Initiate plans & specifications of Lock Rehabilitation.
