FACT SHEET

RED ROCK LAKE/RED ROCK DAM LAND ACQUISITION
CURRENT STATUS:  The authority to acquire the lands between elevations 760 to 763 exists under the original project authorization that states fee simple title will be acquired to the 5-year flood pool frequency elevation.  It is unknown if lands between elevations 763 to 783 feet are being affected by the change in the flow frequencies.  We will complete an analysis on those lands to determine which, if any, have been affected by the changes.  Based on the results of the analysis, a Real Estate Design Memorandum will be written outlining the number of landowners and acres that will be affected by the acquisition, as well as an estimated cost to acquire the land.

BACKGROUND: The federal land acquisition policy in effect when we started acquiring lands in the late 1950s for the Red Rock Lake/Dam Project was known as the Eisenhower Policy.  That policy required that fee simple title be acquired to the 5-year flood pool frequency elevation (760 feet at Red Rock), and perpetual flowage easements be acquired above the fee acquisition line to the full flood pool elevation plus freeboard (elevation 783 feet).  Even though the federal land acquisition policy changed in 1962 to the current Joint Policy, the Eisenhower Policy was used throughout the acquisition of the project to maintain continuity.  The Joint Policy would require that fee simple title be acquired to the full flood pool plus freeboard, or to elevation 783 feet.

MAJOR WORK ITEM FY 2003: Complete an analysis on lands between elevations 763 to 783 feet for changes in the flood frequency.

MAJOR WORK ITEMS FY 2004:  Initiate work on the Real Estate Design Memorandum
