BACKGROUND:  The project consists of a 314-river-mile reach of 9-foot commercial navigation channel from Guttenberg, Iowa, downstream to Saverton, Missouri.  It includes 14 locks and 11 dams (L/Ds) at 12 sites from Lock 11 to Lock 22.  The Federal Government acquired 93,600 acres for this reach of the river.  Some 85,000 acres have been made available to the Fish and Wildlife Service for wildlife management.  The recreation facilities include 25 public recreation areas along the 314-mile stretch of the river and the Visitor Center located at Lock & Dam 15.
