BACKGROUND:  

Lake Red Rock is a multiple purpose project providing primary benefits in flood control and low-flow augmentation and secondary benefits in recreation, fish and wildlife management, forest management, and water quality improvement.  The dam is located on the Des Moines River southeast of Des Moines, Iowa.  The project includes 50,300 acres of fee title lands and there are 11 recreation area sites.  At conservation pool, the lake has a surface area of 19,000 acres which makes it Iowa’s largest lake.  The project has a storage volume of 1,750,400 acre-feet at flood pool level.  The project was put into operation in 1969.
