BACKGROUND:

The Rock Island District is prepared to provide flood fighting and recovery assistance under authority of PL 84-99.  A Crises Management Team (CMT) is trained and equipped for response.  District AOR flood protective systems are inspected annually by CMT personnel prior to the flood season.  Flood fight supplies are stockpiled and equipment serviced.

District Planning Response Team (PRT) personnel have been trained in the new Corps “Readiness 2000” concept to assist FEMA disaster recovery operations under the Stafford Act (PL 93-288).

New Madrid Earthquake region recovery plans for the State of Illinois are being reviewed by HQUSACE.  The District plan has been coordinated with Illinois Emergency Services and FEMA.
