1 - Continuing Authorities Program projects are not specifically budgeted.  It is estimated that the project would have a need of $200,000 in FY05.
BACKGROUND: The Thompson Lake Drainage and Levee District (TLD&LD) is located immediately north of Havana, Illinois, and approximately 40 miles south of Peoria, Illinois.  The TLD&LD is part of a larger Emiquon complex.  Since 1996, The Nature Consevancy (TNC) has purchased a total of nearly 8500 acres in the Emiquon Area, approximately 5400 acreas of which are located within the TLD&LD.  This project focues on the restoration of the Flag Lake and adjacent wetlands within TLD&LD.  The goal is to restore, to the extent practical, quality functional floodplain habitat and ecological processes that will sustain plant and animal communities that were native to the Illinois River Valley.  Approximately 2600 acreas of floodplain hababitat will be restored as a result of this project.  Project features include:  a water control/fish passage structure on the downstream end of the project, construction on a pump stations, an inlet structure from Sister Creek on the northern ede of the project, a separation berm to allow for water management, an emergency spillway at the southern end, and repairs to the levee separating the project from the Illinois River.

MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ’04):  If additional funding is provided Preliminary Restoration Plan (PRP) could be completed.

MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ’05):  If funding is provided and PRP is approved, feasibility study could be intiated.
