FACT SHEET

PROJECT:  Coal Creek, Monroe County, Iowa

CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT:  IA-3

AUTHORITY:  Section 14 of the 1946 Flood Control Act (Public Law 79-526), as amended.

LOCATION:  Coal Creek is located near the City of Albia, in Monroe County, south-central Iowa.

PROBLEMS AND OPPORTUNITIES:  Coal Creek is causing severe erosion a of stream bank that borders a county road and a railroad bridge.  If left untreated the roadway and railroad bridge abutments may be lost.  The opportunity exists to stabilize the bankline and to protect the bridge from further erosion.  

ALTERNATIVE PLANS CONSIDERED:  Potential solutions that were considered include:  1) no action, 2) using willow posts to stabilize the river bank, 3) using concrete-filled mattresses to protect the river bank, 4) using riprap to protect the river bank, 5) using bank barbs to redirect flow away from the eroding bank, 6) using bendway weirs to redirect flow away from the eroding bank, or 7) rock riffles to stabilize the stream bed.  

VIEWS OF THE SPONSOR:  Monroe County is the potential non-Federal sponsor.  A letter requesting Corps of Engineers assistance is forthcoming.  

VIEWS OF FEDERAL, STATE, AND REGIONAL AGENCIES:  When final plans for the project are available, views of Federal, State, and Regional agencies will be requested.  

IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE: Funds for the Planning and Design Analysis (PDA) phase have been requested.    Implementation of the PDA phase is expected to start in Fiscal 2005.
