PROJECT: Fox River, Missouri Dept. of Transportation, MO

CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT:  MO-9

AUTHORITY:  Section 14 of the 1946 Flood Control Act (Public Law 79-526), as amended.

LOCATION:  Fox River, Missouri Dept. of Transportation, Clark County, Missouri.

PROBLEMS AND OPPORTUNITIES:  The Fox River is experiencing severe bank erosion threatening the Highway 61 Bridge.  The river has shifted its entrance conditions under the bridge forcing the channel to the western abutment eroding material protecting the shell pile and endangering the stability of the bridge.

ALTERNATIVE PLANS CONSIDERED:  Several plans will likely be considered during the plan formulation process.

VIEWS OF THE SPONSOR:  The Missouri Department of Transportation has requested Corps assistance in seeking a solution to the Fox River erosion problems.  

VIEWS OF FEDERAL, STATE, AND REGIONAL AGENCIES: When final plans for the project are available, views of Federal, State, and Regional agencies will be requested.

IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE:  Funding was approved to start the Planning and Design Analysis Phase in January 2004.  The PDA Phase is ongoing, with coordination with the sponsor and the development of project alternatives.
