CONTINUING AUTHORITIES PROGRAM

Project: Brewster Run, Village of Dwight, IL

Congressional District: IL-15

Authority: Section 205 of the 1948 Flood Control Act, as Amended

Location: Brewster Run at the, Village of Dwight, IL.

CURRENT STATUS:  Initial Assessment is underway.

BAckground: The Village has experienced periodic flooding in the area upstream of the crossing of the Norfolk Southern Rail Road and Brewster Run. Several homes and businesses have been flooded in the area of this crossing.  To address this situation the Village has, with the assistance of the Natural Resource Conservation Service (NRCS) and a private consultant, modeled the stream and identified alternatives to their flooding problem. 

MAJOR WORK ITEM:  The Corps will look at alternative flood reduction measures including, culvert replacement, culvert augmentation, upstream flood storage, and stream channel modification.  An economic evaluation will be completed to determine the Federal interest in proceeding to a Feasibility stage study.

View of the sponsor: On February 13, 2003 the Village requested the assistance of the Army Corps of Engineers to develop solutions to flooding concerns on Brewster Run.  The Village sent a letter of Assurance on June 10, 2003 to proceed with an Initial Assessment. 

views of federal, state and regional agencies: Congressman Timothy Johnson has expressed an interest in achieving an end to the flooding along Brewster Run. The NRCS in its August 2001 study concluded that erosion and sedimentation are not a problem in the Brewster Run watershed.  The Corps believes that additional study is warranted to determine if there is Federal interest in conducting a cost shared feasibility study.

IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE:  The Initial Assessment is to be completed November 2004.
