CONTINUING AUTHORITIES PROGRAM 

PROJECT: Wolf Creek, La Porte City, Iowa
CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT: Iowa – 1
AUTHORITY: Section 205 of the 1948 Flood Control Act, as Amended.
LOCATION. The project area is located along Wolf Creek in La Porte City , Black Hawk County IA. 
PROBLEM AND OPPORTUNITIES: Historical records indicate that La Porte City has experienced flooding events on at least 10 occasions over the past Century. The most notable flooding events occurred in 1947 and 1993. There are approximately 370 homes and 35 business establishments within Wolf Creek’s 100-year flood plain. There is no urban development within the 100-year flood plain of the Cedar River but there are 40 residences within its 500-year flood plain. 
The Rock Island District, U. S. Army Corps of Engineers has undertaken flood reduction studies for La Porte City on two (2) prior occasions. These two studies recommended the construction of approximately 1,600 linear feet of levee to prevent the diversion Wolf Creek flood flows through developed portions of the City and modifications to Wolf Creek’s channel. The benefit cost ratio was calculated to be 1.77.  
VIEWS OF THE SPONSOR: In it’s February 24, 2003 Letter of Assurance the city requested that the Rock Island District undertake a study of flood damages reduction opportunities along Wolf Creek as provided for in Section 205 of the Flood Control Act of 1948, as amended. 
VIEWS OF FEDERAL, STATE AND REGIONAL AGENCIES: The views of other agencies will be solicited during the detailed feasibility study if one is determined to be justified. 
IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE: An Initial Assessments was begun in February 2004 and it is scheduled to be completed in August 2004. The purpose of this assessment is to determine if a cost shared feasibility study is justified.
