1 - Continuing Authorities Program projects are not specifically budgeted.  It is estimated that the project would have a need of $75,000 in FY05.
BACKGROUND: The Des Moines River flows through the City of Jackson.  The low head dam on the river obstructs fish passage.  The City has requested that the Corps investigate opportunities to provide fish passage to ensure greater diversity and habitat availability to a variety of fish species.  In addition, there may be opportunities to reduce or eliminate the recirculating currents below the dam that cause drownings to occur.  Using the Corps Section 206 program, these problems can be addressed or minimized to some extent.  
MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ’04):  If additional funding is provided, PDA phase could proceed to selection of the recommended plan.

MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ’05):  If funding is provided, PDA phase could be completed.
