BACKGROUND:

Black Hawk County, Iowa requested assistance from the Rock Island District in development of orthophotos, topography, and floodplain mapping for portions of the county.  Hydrologic and hydraulic analyses will be performed and floodplain delineation maps prepared for three watersheds in unincorporated portions of Black Hawk County, Iowa.  Aerial photography obtained by the county will be used to create digital orthophotos, digital terrain models, and digital topographic maps to provide the information needed for the hydraulic analyses and mapping.   FEMA has issued a separate contract for a flood insurance study for selected urban portions of Black Hawk County.   

The watershed information developed in this study will be used for updating Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRMs) and the county’s Geographic Information System (GIS).  This will provide valuable data for floodplain management, storm water management, water quality improvements, road and bridge designs, land development planning, and erosion modeling.
