LOCATION: Rock Island, Illinois

BACKGROUND: The project site is located at Sunset Marina in the City of Rock Island, Illinois, and lies approximately three miles down stream from Lock and Dam No. 15 on the Mississippi River.  The City of Rock Island and Sunset Marina management contacted the Corps to assist with planning efforts to relocate/realign the Marina entrance.  Sunset Marina which is managed by the City of Rock Island is searching for alternatives to reduce the amount of dredging needed to keep the Marina operable and functioning.  The City has had to commit funds for dredging on the average of once every three years and is interested in extending that cycle to reduce costs.   

MAJOR WORK ITEM:  The Corps is studying the current marina entrance channel using hydraulic models to analyze the flow and deposition of sediments in the vicinity of the marina entrance channel.  Various entrance alignments and entrance configurations will be studied.  The three best alternatives will be used to develop conceptual plans for the City’s and Marina’s use.  At least one plan will address entrance relocation.  

VIEWS OF THE SPONSORS: Sponsor is providing matching funds.

VIEWS OF FEDERAL, STATE, AND REGIONAL AGENCIES: The Section 22 program effectively allows non-Federal interests to leverage their resources and efficiently engage Corps expertise in meeting their water resources planning needs.
