SUBJECT:   Upper Mississippi River System Environmental Management Program (EMP) - Habitat Rehabilitation and Enhancement Projects (HREP)

Background Information: Habitat Rehabilitation and Enhancement Projects (HREPs) are effectively preserving and improving fish and wildlife habitat on the Upper Mississippi River System. HREPs provide new information regarding river ecology and physical processes.  Program accomplishments to date include the completion of 41 habitat restoration projects resulting in the direct physical restoration of approximately 71,000 acres of riverine and floodplain habitats and 34 more projects in various stages of construction and design will add another 56,000 acres of restored habitat when implemented. Project planning, engineering, construction and monitoring approaches have evolved with the program, resulting in improved habitat benefits to project costs ratios. The HREP program has fostered interdisciplinary and collaborative planning for habitat restoration, preservation, and enhancement previously unknown on any other river system in the United States.
