BACKGROUND:  Section 519 of WRDA 2000 authorized $100 million in FY 01-04 to complete a comprehensive plan, evaluate new technologies and innovative approaches, develop and implement long-term resource monitoring, and evaluate and complete critical restoration projects.  This effort complements tasks being undertaken as part of the related Illinois River Ecosystem Restoration Feasibility Study, sponsored by the Illinois Department of Natural Resources.  These efforts are part of the State’s Illinois Rivers 2020 initiative, a proposed 20-year, $2.5 billion, Federal-state effort to restore and enhance the Illinois River Basin.  Anticipated benefits include reducing sediment deliver to the Illinois River mainstem and backwaters, reducing stream bank erosion, and improving critical habitats for fish, waterfowl, and other aquatic organisms.  This project involves three districts (Rock Island, St. Louis, and Chicago). 

MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ’04):  Complete the Public Review of Draft of the Comprehensive Plan in May 2004.  Complete Pekin Lake (Northern Unit) Plans & Spec in Spring 2004 and initiate P&S Pekin Lake (Southern Unit) and Waubonsie Creek in Summer 2004.

MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ’05):  Pending a time extension and funding, FY05 funding could be used to complete Plans and Specifications and implement critical restoration projects at Pekin Lake Northern and Southern Units and Waubonsie Creek, initiate and continue work on additional critical restoration projects, and initiate the Illinois River Basin Monitoring Program.

AUTHORITY:  Section 519 (Illinois River Basin Restoration) of the Water Resources Development Act of 2000.
