BACKGROUND:  In August 2000, the State of Illinois and the Corps of Engineers entered into a Cost-Sharing Agreement to conduct a Feasibility Study.  The study emphasizes identifying and evaluating restoration activities related to the State of Illinois' Integrated Management Plan for the Illinois River Watershed and Illinois Rivers 2020 Initiative.  The Illinois River Basin has experienced the loss of ecological integrity due to sedimentation of backwaters and side channels, degradation of tributary streams, fluctuations in hydrologic regimes and water levels, loss of floodplain and tributary connectivity, and other adverse impacts caused by human activity.  A range of alternatives have been developed that include watershed/tributary restoration, side channel and backwater restoration, water level management, and floodplain restoration and protection.  This effort complements tasks being undertaken as part of the related Illinois River Basin Restoration project and involves the efforts of three districts (Rock Island, St. Louis, and Chicago).
MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ’04):  Complete the Public Review Draft of the Comprehensive Plan in Spring 2004.  

MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ’05):  Finalize feasibility phase.  Initiate Planning, Engineering, and Design if the Illinois River Basin Restoration authority is not extended and funded.

AUTHORITY:  General Investigations Section 216 of the Flood Control Act of 1970 with supplemental authority from Section 519 (Illinois River Basin Restoration) of the Water Resources Development Act of 2000.
