BACKGROUND:  The State of Illinois, Department of Natural Resources, is the sponsor for this project.  The feasibility study phase was completed in 2003 and the Planning, Engineering, and Design (PED) Phase was initiated in Jan 2004 following receipt of state funding.  The principal goal is to improve depth diversity enhancing aquatic habitat in Peoria Lake with ancillary recreational benefits.  The recommended plan includes dredging approximately 200 acres within Lower Peoria Lake to create deepwater habitats and constructing three islands with a total area of 75 acres.  Authorization is needed to begin construction.

MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ’04):  Initiated PED in January 2004.   Major components of the design for the Upper Island will be completed by the end of FY04.

MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ’05):  Continuation of PED.

AUTHORITY:  Resolution 2500 of Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure, adopted May 9, 1996, and Section 216 of the 1970 Flood Control Act.
