BACKGROUND:  The Sangamon River watershed is located in central Illinois and is a major tributary to the Illinois Waterway, which passes through Lake Decatur.  Lake Decatur, the water supply source for the city of Decatur, is experiencing water quality problems and ecosystem degradation.  Sedimentation and high nitrate levels are affecting the water quality.  This study would focus on the restoration of water quality and methods to control and remediate nutrient enriched sediments in the portion of the Sangamon River, which feeds into Lake Decatur.
