STATEMENT OF THE ISSUE:   Projected FY05 funding does not provide enough resources to operate/maintain the project, protect the Federal interest in land and property assets, as well as assure the safety of the reservoirs to the surrounding community.  Savings and Slippage has outpaced the inflation factors applied to the budget; resulting in even fewer dollars available.   Additional FY05 funding in the amount of $65,000 would provide funds to perform the functions above.
